Criteria for SRC’s Technology-in-Action Scholarships

SRC’s Technology-in-Action scholarships will support student projects that are 
Innovative, Practical and “In Action”.

Have you come up with a new way to use science and technology to improve our 
daily lives?  Have you designed a software program that will make a difference?  
There are many ways that technology can be used to improve upon current 
practices - what is your great idea? Your submission must show how your project 
meets the following conditions:

Innovative: The scholarships will support projects that will benefit 
Saskatchewan by developing and applying innovative scientific or 
technological solutions.

Practical: The scholarships will support projects that are capable of having a 
tangible impact in a reasonable amount of time.

In Action: The scholarships will support research in action.  These are projects 
that have a high probability of yielding results and may lead to the creation of a 
small or medium-sized business in Saskatchewan.

What Else?

The program is designed to promote Saskatchewan and celebrate the wonderful 
talent that we have in our province.  

• Students will share their career aspirations and education goals for their future   

in the Province of Saskatchewan in an essay.

• Eligible youth (ages 18-34) must be working toward an undergraduate degree,  
 diploma or certificate program at one of the following Saskatchewan education   
 institutions: First Nations University of Canada, Saskatchewan Indian   
 Institute of Technologies, Saskatchewan Institute of Applied Science and   
 Technology, University of Regina or University of Saskatchewan.

• Scholarship recipients must submit a final report or update on progress at the   
 end of the academic year in which they receive their scholarships.
